The athletics program is designed
to contribute to the total development of the student-athlete’s health, fitness, skill,
leadership, and respect for others.

Wright State University’s intercollegiate athletic representatives are student-
athletes, coaches and staff who are instructed on and dedicated to the principles
of fair play and amateur competition as defined by the rules of the National Col-
legiate Athletic Association. It is the responsibility of the athletics administration
and coaches to insure that the entire program is in full compliance with all pertinent
rules and regulations.

Objectives of the intercollegiate athletics program at Wright State University
are to:

1. provide a form of student activity which is generally accepted part of
collegiate life.

2. provide opportunities for the development of unique skills and abilities to
a diverse segment of the male and female student population.

3. provide the opportunity and motivation for participation in sports activities
for a broad segment of the male and female student population.

4. provide a vehicle which is a recognized builder of morale and esprit de
corps among students, staff, and alumni.

5. create an awareness of and support for Wright State University within the
region, state and nation.

6. sponsor a breadth of programs which will provide student-athletes with
the opportunity to compete on a local, regional, or national level. Within this
objective, programs will be funded and expectations generated which will provide
each program or individual with the opportunity to achieve success.

7. provide an environment in which the student-athlete will learn the value
of fair play, the necessity of obeying rules and regulations, and the necessity to
perform up to prescribed academic standards.

Services

The 2008-09 media guide is designed
to assist your coverage of the Wright
State University women’s basketball
team.

Credentials

Season credentials will be issued to
local reporters, columnists, etc. prior to
the first game. If you have not received
a season pass in the past, you must
contact the sports information office.
Game-by-game passes will be issued
by as-needed situations, depending on
available space. These passes must be
requested at least three days in advance
of the game and will be distributed

at entrance #9 off parking lot #5.

Parking

Season parking passes will be
distributed to local media prior to the
first game. Press parking will be in
parking lot #5 until filled. Individual
requests must be made at least five
days in advance.

Interviews

Interviews during the week must be
arranged through the SID office or with
the basketball office. Media may come
to practice and talk to players before
or after practice but may not contact
student-athletes outside these times
or outside pre-arranged times. Home
phone numbers will not be given out.

Monday through Friday in the morning
at (937) 775-2771.

Practices

Practices are generally closed unless
permission is granted through Coach
Williams and the sports information
office.

Photographers

Passes will be handled same as above.
Still and video photographers are
limited to work the end lines as desig-
nated or the concourse level. Visiting
teams will be supplied one video copy

of the game. Team videographers may
tape the game from the platforms on
the concourse level if space permits.

Radio

Permission to broadcast games from
the Nutter Center must be granted
from the SID office a week in advance
of the game. Under reciprocal agree-
ments, the official radio station of the
home and visiting teams will receive up
to two phone lines. Additional lines or
unofficial outlets may purchase phone
lines for $75 each if available. Each ra-
dio station will receive broadcast space
for two.

Phone lines at court side and in the
press room have been set up for collect
or reverse charges only.

Television

All requests to televise Wright State
University basketball must be made in
writing before the season and should
be directed to Assistant Athletics Direc-
tor/Sports Information Director Bob
Noss.

before the game. A copy machine is
located in the press room, and a fax
machine is located on the third floor

in the SID office. Stats monitors will be
supplied to official radio and television
outlets and then to unofficial outlets
when available.

The Wright State women'’s basketball team was the
surprise story of the Horizon League last season.

Picked seventh in the preseason poll, the Raiders struggled
in the early going with a tough nonleague schedule,
dropping their first five games of the season and going

2-8 heading into their final nonconference matchup with
Evansville.

One-point home wins over the Purple Aces and
Milwaukee in the League opener, however, started WSU
on its turnaround and the Raiders finished the year at 16-
16 overall, tied for second in the conference at 11-7 and
advanced to the Horizon League championship game for
the second time in four years.

Unlike last season, which saw six of the 13 players make
their collegiate debuts, Wright State will have a great deal of
experience returning in four starters and nine letterwinners
overall. The Raiders, though, will again be one of the
younger teams in the Horizon League, if not all of Division |,
as the 13-player roster consists of just one senior and three
juniors.

“Last year was a breakthrough season for our program,”’
says eighth-year head coach Bridgett Williams, who was
named the 2007-08 Horizon League Co-Coach of the Year.
“We were very young and battled through some injuries
early, but we gained momentum as the season progressed
and made a run at the end to the championship. Hopefully,
with our returning experience and the addition of our three
freshmen, that success will carry over on to this season.”

RETURNERS

Leading the
list of Raider
returnees is
sophomore

guard Shey

Peddy, who
was named to the
League’s Preseason
First Team in 2008-09
after being chosen as the
League Newcomer of the
Year last season as well as to
the League’s First Team and All-
Defensive Team.

Peddy last season became the
fourth Raider ever to be named First
Team All-Horizon League, joining
Reggen Stewart, Tiffany Webb and
Brittney Whiteside. She also was
the eighth Raider to be chosen
to the All-Newcomer Team since
Wright State came into the league
in 1994-95 and just the third to be

selected as the Newcomer of the
Year, along with Timothea Clemmer
and Whitney Lewis.

With her 31-point performances

against North Dakota State and

Cleveland State in the Horizon League
Championship game, Peddy became
just the fourth player in WSU history
to score 30 or more pointsin a

game more than once. Peddy,

who ranked third among all

freshmen nationally in scoring

(16.7), also appeared in the national
rankings in steals per game (3.2) and
field goal percentage (.539).

Despite missing the first six games
and not starting until the ninth
contest of the season due to injury,
sophomore guard LaShawna
Thomas also put together a solid
freshman campaign as she
joined Peddy on the Horizon
League All-Newcomer Team.

Thomas averaged 11.4 points
per game as she scored 18

or more points on four
occasions, including 24 in

a home win over Loyola

that saw her hit 11 of 13
shots. She also averaged

3.2 rebounds and two assists
per game.

Junior guard Kanisha Ward,
who started the first 17 games and
made 18 starts overall in 2007-08, is
WSU'’s third top returning scorer as
she averaged 6.6 points per game.

Ward hit 12 foul shots in scoring 15

points at Cal Poly and had 15 more as

she connected on four three-pointers in
leading the Raiders to a win over Canisius. She tallied 12
points off the bench in a key win at Valparaiso and had 11
points at Detroit in a return to her hometown.

Junior forward Erica Richardson averaged 6.1 points and
3.3 rebounds per game last season as she appeared in 22
games and made 17 starts. She shot 55 percent from the
field and scored in double figures three times, including 12
against Milwaukee in the League semifinals.

Charné Dixon joined the Raiders last season from
Franklin Pierce College and took over the point guard role
as the junior recorded 68 assists and 42 steals in playing all
but one game with 17 starts. She scored 11 points in a win
at Valparaiso and had eight points and six assists in WSU’s
near upset at Green Bay.

Three sophomores also return in forward Tatianna Hall,
who became a key player off the bench for the Raiders as
she shot 74 percent from the foul line, forward Tanni Scott
and guard Paige Lowe, who appeared in 21 and 14 games
off the bench in 2007-08, respectively.

Mallory Wyrick, the lone senior on the Raider squad this
season, rounds out the list of returnees for the Raiders as
the walk-on guard, in her first year at WSU after transferring
from UNC Wilmington, played in five games last season.



NEWCOMERS

Along with the nine returnees, the roster features four
newcomers, including a transfer who is eligible to play
this season. Sophomore forward Ta-myra Davis, a transfer
from Youngstown State, sat out last year due to NCAA
requirements. During her freshman year with the Penguins,
Davis averaged 3.9 points and 4.3 rebounds per game.
Davis, though, came on strong late in the season as she
averaged 12.7 points and 6.7 rebounds while shooting 64
percent from the field overall the final three games. Davis
recorded her first career double-double (19 points, 10
rebounds) at Butler and also had 11 points and six rebounds
against Wright State.

Guard Maria Bennett was an Honorable Mention Division
| All-Ohio selection as she averaged 16 points and 5.1
rebounds per game at Anderson High School in Cincinnati
as a senior. Forward Molly Fox averaged 18.4 points, 10.1
rebounds and 4.4 blocks per game for Brown County High
School in Indiana as a senior while forward Ta’'mikka Snoddy
was an Third Team Division Il All-Ohio pick as she averaged
16.3 points per game and shot 59 percent from the field for
Cambridge High School.

SCHEDULE

Wright State again faces a
tough schedule in 2008-09,
especially considering that
seven of the first eight games on
the slate will be away from
the Nutter Center.
WSU opens the season
on Saturday, November
22, with a matchup at
Evansville, a team
that advanced
to the Women'’s
NIT last season.
After a visit to
Eastern Kentucky
on November 25,
the Raiders will compete
in the first of two regular-
season tournaments on
the schedule this season
in the RMU Thanksgiving
Tournament in Moon
Township, Pennsylvania.
Along with host Robert
Morris and
Wright
State, the
tournament
field includes
IUPUI, who
the Raiders
will play on

November 29, and Howard.

Wright State finally opens the home
portion of its schedule on Tuesday,
December 2, against local rival
Miami, the latest home opener for
any team in the Horizon League
this season. Following the Miami
matchup, the Raiders fly out
the next day for the Hukilau
Invitational, which marks
the program’s third-ever
appearance in Hawaii.

WSU takes on BYU on
Friday, December 5, and
BYU-Hawaii on Saturday,
December 6.

Returning to the mainland,
Wright State heads to Ball
State before wrapping up
the nonleague and 2008
portions of its schedule
with three straight home
games against local rivals
in Cincinnati, Dayton and
IPFW.

The 18-game
Horizon League slate,
which begins the first
weekend of January,
comprises the rest
of the schedule.

The Raiders will

play most of

their League

games in a travel partner, Thursday-Saturday format with
two exceptions. The first exception is the Chicago trip to
open the conference slate, which will be played on Saturday
and Monday due to New Year’s Day being on a Thursday
this year.

The other exception will be during the first weekend
of February as the matchup at Butler has been moved to
Friday, February 6 so that the game can be televised live on
ESPNU. It will be the second appearance on the network in
as many years for the Raiders as last year’s Horizon League
championship game was also on ESPNU. WSU will then
play at Valparaiso on Sunday, February 8.

The Horizon League Tournament begins on Monday,
March 9, with the opening round, followed by the
quarterfinals on Wednesday, March 11, the semifinals on
Friday, March 13, and the championship on Sunday, March
15, again televised live on ESPNU.

“Our nonleague schedule will again be very challenging
with two tournaments and with seven road games overall,
says Williams. “The Horizon League race will probably be as
tight as it has ever been this season, with at least six teams
factoring in it

With a mixture of youth and experience along with a
challenging schedule, it should be an exciting season of
Wright State women'’s basketball.

Bridgett Williams enters her eighth
season at Wright State and is in her
10th year overall as a head coach. Williams,
though, already has many experiences in building
a program from the ground up and in maintaining
established, successful programs, and looks to use those
experiences in continuing to build the Raider program.

After being picked seventh in the Horizon League
preseason poll, Wright State came on strong last season
by going 11-7 in the League, tying the 2004-05 team for
WSU’s most wins ever in conference play, and finished in
a tie for second in the standings.

Wright State then advanced to the Horizon League
championship game for the second time in four
years, with freshman guard Shey Peddy earning All-
Tournament honors by scoring 73 points in three games,
including 31 in the finals.

Peddy became the fourth Wright State player ever to
be named First Team All-League and the third chosen
as the Newcomer of the Year. Peddy and fellow guard
LaShawna Thomas were All-Newcomer Team selections,
raising the total to nine in the 14 years that WSU has
been a part of the League.

As a result of the Raiders’success,

Williams was named as the Horizon League
Co-Coach of the Year along with Green Bay'’s
Matt Bollant.

The 2007-08 campaign added another
chapter of success to the program, one that
has seen growth during Williams' tenure.

In 2005-06, the Raiders posted a winning
record at home for the third straight year
at 6-5 after not previously reaching the
milestone since 1997-98. Wright State also
gave #7 Ohio State quite a battle well into
the second half on the road, trailing just 53-

45 with 11 minutes left to play.

The 2004-05 season saw WSU have its
most successful campaign ever in Division
I. The 19-11 overall record was the best for
the program at the Division | level and the
19 wins were the second-most ever in the
35-year history of the program. The 9.5-

game improvement from the season

before (9-20) was the third-best of any

Division | team from 2003-04, trailing just
Robert Morris and Cal State Northridge.

In the Horizon League, the Raiders posted their
first-ever winning conference record at 11-5 and tied
for second in the standings, making it the highest
conference finish ever as well.

Wright State was 10-6 at home, the most since moving
to the Nutter Center in 1990-91 and since winning 11
home games in 1987-88, the first season in Division I.
The Raiders also had their highest road win total at 8-5,
which included a 6-2 mark in Horizon League play.

WSU also picked up its first neutral court win in
seven years with a decision over BYU (a later Women'’s
National Invitation Tournament participant) at the Hilton
Woodland Hills Beach Classic and that game also gave
the Raiders a 6-5 nonleague record, their first winning
mark since 1995-96.



In 2003-04, Wright State hosted a league tournament game for the first Bridgett Williams
time and won just its second post-season game ever as the Raiders defeated NCAA Tournament

Youngstown State in overtime in the first round of the Horizon League Tour-

Named the fifth head coach in Raider history on June 4, 2001, Williams
came to Wright State after being the head coach of Chicago State. In just two
short seasons there, Williams made great strides with the Cougars, picking up
10 wins in 2001, the second-most in school history, after not winning a game
the season before and totaling nine wins altogether over the previous seven
years. Chicago State also set a school record during the 2000-01 season with
eight home wins and the seven league wins were two more than the total
earned by the team in Mid-Con play over the previous six seasons. Chicago
State then capped things off by advancing to the second round of the Mid-
Continent Conference Tournament for the first time ever. As a result, Williams
was selected as the conference’s Coach of the Year.

Away from the court, Williams also made an immediate impact as two
Chicago State players were named to the Academic All-Conference Team and,
in 2000, she conducted the first basketball camps sponsored by the women'’s
basketball program in Chicago State’s history.

Prior to arriving at Chicago State, Williams served as the recruiting coordi-
nator at fellow Horizon League member UIC. She was instrumental in UIC’s
signing of a top 20 class in 1999. She was also an assistant coach at Kansas
State University for two years, an assistant at the University of Wisconsin for
two years, and an assistant at her alma mater, Southern Illinois-Carbondale,
for two years.

During her tenure at Kansas State (1996-98), Williams’ recruiting and coach-
ing efforts contributed to the Wildcats' first NCAA tournament appearance in
10 years in 1997. She was also the academic liaison between the basketball
staff and academic affairs office. She coordinated all academic activities of
the team, and saw seven players earn grade point averages of 3.0 or better,
with six players earning Academic All-Big 12 honors.

While at Wisconsin (1994-96), she worked under the tutelage of Jane
Albright-Dieterle. She served as the assistant recruiting coordinator and for-
mulated strategy that signed the No. 8 recruiting class in the nation in 1995.
In part because of her efforts, Wisconsin had its first winning season in 10
years, received back-to-back NCAA tournament bids, and posted consecutive
20-win seasons.

Williams was a standout player for Southern Illinois-Carbondale from
1984-88. During her junior season, she was named her team’s captain and
most valuable player, Most Valuable Player of the Gateway Conference, Most
Valuable Player of Women's Intercollegiate Athletics at SIU-Carbondale, and
a Kodak All-America selection. The Salukis earned their first NCAA tourna-
ment appearance in 1986 and returned to the tournamentin 1987. She was
inducted into the Southern lllinois-Carbondale Athletic Hall of Fame in 1993
and named to the Missouri Valley Conference’s All-Centennial Team in 2007.

Williams earned a bachelor of science in advanced technical studies in
1988, and a master of science in vocational educational studies/business
education in 1991. Formerly Bridgett Bonds, she is married to Kevin Williams
and they have an 11-year-old son, Brandon, and a seven-year-old daughter,

Strength and Conditioning

The Wright State women'’s basketball
team participates in a closely supervised and
scientifically designed, year-round strength and
conditioning program designed to improve the
overall athleticism of each individual player.
The Raider program uses strength training,
medicine balls, plyometrics, agility drills,
and footwork drills to increase each athlete’s
strength, power, footwork, agility, jumping ability,
and basketball-specific conditioning.
By participating in this program, the athletes
are also much less likely to get injured, and if they
are injured, the recovery time is shortened.

A battery of
tests are used
to measure
each player’s
improvement.
Each athlete is
tested at the start
of the season,
prior to the
season, after the
season and at the
end of the school
year.

In September 2007, Jason
Bradford joined the Wright
State Athletic Department
as the head strength and
conditioning coach, working
with all the athletes in all the
sports.

Bradford, formerly an
assistant strength and
conditioning coach for the
NBA's Memphis Grizzlies for
two years, works with all the WSU student-athletes
and supervises the weight facility in the Setzer
Pavilion/Mills Morgan Center. His main duties
include setting up strength and conditioning
programs for each team and assisting with
rehabilitation of injuries along with Head Athletic
Trainer Jason Franklin.

Bradford also boasts experience with the
Velocity Sports Center in Baltimore, Maryland, as
well as several internships with Auburn University
Athletics. He received his Bachelor of Science in
Education from Auburn in 2002 and Masters of
Education in Exercise Physiology in 2004, also
from Auburn.

Director of Athletics

Bob Grant took the reigns of the
athletics department July 1, 2008
as the school’s third Director of
Athletics but he was no newcomer
to the department or the university.
The Dayton-area native earned two
degrees from WSU and worked 15
years for the Raiders, honing his
skills in every area of the depart-
ment.

Since joining Wright State in
1992, Grant has been involved in
nearly every aspect of the athletics
department including fund raising
and development, supervision of
personnel and programs, recruit-
ment of coaches, budget oversight,
strategic planning and marketing.

Initially hired to develop and implement a comprehensive
fund raising plan for athletics, Grant cultivated and oversaw
the “Raider Club” annual giving program, the Raider auction,
golf outings, fan trips, special events and the department’s
dealer car program.

Paramount among Grant’s accomplishments were the
department’s success under his supervision in countless fund
raising and development projects, such as The Platinum Seat-
ing Program, The Mills Player Complex, Alumni Soccer Field,
The Schwarz Hall of Fame Lobby, Alumni Soccer Dugouts and
the Setzer Pavilion/Mills Morgan Center.

Grant spearheaded athletics department search commit-
tees that have hired over a half dozen coaches and adminis-
trators including, most recently, conference championship
coaches Brad Brownell and Rob Cooper from men’s basket-
ball and baseball, respectively.

In 2006 Grant initiated the athletics department’s first-ever
strategic plan. This plan is currently serving as a short and
long-term roadmap guiding the department into the future.
Grant took over supervision and oversight for the depart-
ment’s $8 million budget in 2006. Monitoring closely with
the athletics’ business manager, Grant worked with all head
coaches on fiscal issues including budget planning, prepara-
tion, management and evaluation.

Beginning in 1999, Grant took on sport supervision, close-
ly overseeing individual teams on a day-to-day basis. Grant
dealt directly with head coaches on all facets of their pro-
grams including scheduling, recruiting, academics, discipline
and annual evaluations. His experience in this area included
oversight of swimming & diving, women'’s soccer and softball
programs as well as the men’s basketball, men’s soccer, golf
and baseball programs.

In 1997 Grant directed the development of all-new ath-
letic logos, resulting in a significant increase in the univer-
sity’s licensing revenue. He served on the university’s licens-
ing committee from 1997-2005, oversaw the marketing and
promotions area from 1997-2002 and directed the Hall of
Fame voting/induction process from 1992-2002.

Among his professional highlights, Grant was a 1994
NCAA speaker/presenter at the annual NACDA conference
in Atlanta, Georgia, and was awarded the 1998 Wright State
President’s Award for Excellence in collaboration. He also
graduated from The Sports Management Institute in January,
2006.

Grant received his MBA in marketing from Wright State in
June, 2000 and is currently an adjunct instructor in the Raj
Soin College of Business. He and his wife, Kim, have a daugh-
ter, Jordan, and a son, Braden.

13,000, are undergraduates, and of those, about
10,800 are full time. Although the majority of
these students come from southwestern Ohio,
many also come from other parts of Ohio, from
almost every state in the nation, and from 66
other countries.

Nearly 3,000 students live in campus housing,
in either traditional dormitory-style rooms, suite-
style rooms, or apartments, all offering direct
Internet connections. Nearly 1,800 freshman
students chose to live on campus in Fall 2005.

Regardless of background and career goals,
our students provide the basis for a campus rich in
cultural and intellectual diversity.

Both commuting and residential students
make for an active campus life. Over 150 student
clubs and organizations provide recreational,
professional, and entertainment activities. Also
popular are the university’s two theatres and
concert halls, and the Student Union, which has
extensive recreational facilities, including a fitness
center, a small gymnasium, racquetball and
squash courts, and an Olympic-size indoor pool.

Wright State students have distinguished
themselves academically, both on the state and
national level. For example, Wright State students
compete with 200 colleges and universities from
15 different countries that debate each year at
the Model United Nations program held in New
York City, and now hold the longest winning
streak on record of 27 years. The Ohio Society of
Professional Engineers awarded our student team
first place in a statewide senior design showcase.
Wright State is the only four-time winner of the
National Student Case Competition sponsored the
Institute of Management Accountants.

In recognition of its innovations in teaching
and research, the Department of Mathematics
and Statistics has received Academic Challenge

University College

The University College programs assist

student strategies; and the First-Year Seminar

and learning communities. An academic advising
center and mathematics learning center also offer
free individualized assistance to students.

Writing Assistance

The University Writing Center provides free
writing consultation. Undergraduate and graduate
students are available to help students with every
stage of the writing process and with assignments
across the curriculum. Students may also receive
help using one of the center’s 13 networked
computers.

The Writing Center also offers individual
workshops each quarter. These specialized
workshops offer review of grammar and
punctuation, research formats, and essay exam
preparation. The center also maintains a Writer’s
Hotline for students and staff.

Learning English for
Academic and Professional
Purposes (LEAP)

For non-native speakers of English wishing to
study at an American college or university, Wright
State offers the Learning English for Academic and
Professional Purposes (LEAP) Intensive English
Program.

Benefits of the LEAP Program include 10
weeks of instruction in small classes that allow
for individual attention. The instruction includes
intensive speaking, listening, reading, writing,
grammar, and the latest computer technology,
including Web browsing and
e-mail. Students are instructed by experienced
faculty with advanced degrees in teaching English
as a second language or a related field, and by
adjunct instructors closely supervised by more
experienced faculty. The LEAP Program also
features regular meetings with native English-
speaking conversation partners and scheduled
sessions with trained tutors in the University
Writing Center.

Holders of F-1 visas must be enrolled full-time
in the LEAP Program, although a part-time course
of studies is available for immigrants and visitors.

University Libraries

The University Libraries are members of
OhioLINK, an advanced computer network
providing access to over 31 million library items
in Ohio’s university, college, and state library
collections. Students can order books online from
OhioLINK libraries and receive them for check-out
within two to three days. OhioLINK resources also
include scores of research databases and the full
text of thousands of journals and other works.

The Libraries’information research system
uses a Web-based interface to provide integrated
access to local and OhioLINK resources plus many
other resources available on the Internet. The
Libraries’Web site is http://www.libraries.wright.

Paul
Laurence Dunbar Library

The Paul Laurence Dunbar Library plays
an important role in instruction and research
activities at Wright State University. The library
collections, among the largest in the Dayton
metropolitan area, include over 703,000
bound volumes, over one million microforms,
440,000 government documents, 4,100 serial
subscriptions, and more than 4,000 media
or visual items. The library is open over
100 hours per week, longer during exam periods.
In addition to the walk-in assistance available in

the information/
reference area
during most
hours, students
may make
appointments
with reference
librarians
forin-depth
assistance.
Librarians also
offer group
instruction
through a series
of regularly
offered
workshops on
topics ranging
from basic research introduction to advanced
searching of Web resources and specialized
databases.

As a partial U.S. government documents
depository, the library provides students and the
general public with access to electronic and print
documents, including over 30,000 geographical
and topographical maps from all over the United
States. The Libraries are also a designated Patent
and Trademark Depository Library with collection
materials accessible in the Dunbar Library.

Special Collections and Archives houses
collections on aviation history, Wright State
University history, and one of the most extensive
collections of Wright brothers materials, including
more than 4,000 original photographs made by
the Wrights to document their achievements.
Computer Resources

Computing and Telecommunications Services
(CaTs) provides service and support for university
telephones, campus networking, Internet access,
and administrative and student computing
resources. Wright State students are encouraged
to use these resources to enhance their learning
experience. CaTS maintains computer labs (most
open 24 hours) with computers networked
to international resources, laser printers, and
numerous software applications to complement
students’ classroom activities. The computers in




these labs not only provide desktop applications,
but also provide access to larger computer
platforms, such as our UNIX system, the University
Libraries databases, and other Internet resources.
Wright State has a strong commitment to
providing accessibility to all students. In support
of this commitment, a variety of adaptive
technologies are available to provide computer
access to students with physical disabilities.

All students should obtain a CaTS
CAMPUS account. The CAMPUS account provides
them with the account name and password
necessary to access the Internet,
e-mail, and other computing resources. Accounts
also provide personal and class disk space on the
network file servers. With their CAMPUS account
and a Web browser, students can access the

Internet from home using the CaTS modem banks.

Student accounts remain active only as long as
they are enrolled in classes.

Career Services
The central purpose of Career Services is
to help students prepare for academic and career
success. Freshmen and sophomores
are assisted with career assessment, values
clarification, and occupational data to help them
make informed choices of academic majors.
Students are also provided opportunities for
experiential learning (internships) and discovering
the relationship of skills acquired to the broader
work world. Career Services helps prepare
graduating seniors to be successful candidates
by helping them translate their academic and
co-curricular experiences into successful job
campaigns or graduate school applications.
Specific services include: a computerized
career exploration program, Choices; an interest
inventory, the Self-Directed Search;
a personality assessment, the MBTI; a web resume
registration, UNCW Experience; internship
resources; workshops on a wide range of topics
from choosing an academic major to job search
strategies; a career resource library; job listings
for both part-time and full-time, including
internships; on-campus recruiting; annual events
such as Career Day, Education Job Fair, Internship-

Summer Job Fair, and Graduate School Day; and
a home page on the World Wide Web with a
directory of helpful career and employment sites.
Career Services is located in the University
Union in rooms 104 and 106, open 8 a.m.-
5 p.m. Monday-Friday with special drop-in hours
on Mondays and Thursdays, 2-5 p.m. for students
who have quick questions about resumes, job
searching, cover letters, and more. Currently
enrolled WSU students are eligible for all services.

Career Resources Center

The Career Resources Center (CRC),
located in E334 Student Union, serves as a
valuable source of information for people seeking
career, job search, and employer information
including job postings. In addition, computers are
available for career related internet searches and
to develop personal marketing tools.

SIGI Plus (System of Interactive Guidance
and Information), a computerized application,
allows users user to assess interests, abilities,
and values to determine what occupations
might be a good fit. The most frequently used
option on SIGI Plus is the Information Module. A
user can find information on career projections,
required academic preparation, job definition and
descriptions, and salary. Please allow at least 90



minutes to assess and explore options. Less time is
required for a search of specialized information.
Browse the complete bibliography of print
materials available for use in the Center. Resources
are categorized to assist you in locating the
materials needed. Categories include Job Search,
Directories, Career Exploration, Experiential
Education (Co-op Ed/Internships), Transition to
the Workplace, Graduate School and specialized
career information by college and major.
Employer Literature is found alpha-betically
in binders or files within the Center. Use these
sources to locate basic information about a
particular employer, such as services
or products, reputation, growth pattern, divisions,
subsidiaries, new products, and annual reports.
Career Services recommends that you also use the
Internet and other resources, such as networking,
to identify and review company information.

Cooperative Education
and Internship Programs
Provide educational opportunities
consistent with a student’s course of study.
Opportunities may be full-time or part time.
Completing one or more quarters of field
experience keeps a student competitive when
it is time to search for career employment.
Employers seek candidates with backgrounds
in practical application of their discipline. Stay
current and competitive through co-op and
internship programs consistent with your course

of study.

Career Employment
Career-related employment provides
opportunities for students looking ahead
to graduation and for alumni interested in
changing jobs or switching careers. Recruiters
begin evaluating candidates as much as nine
months prior to graduation. Career Services
offers appointments, résumé reviews, mock
interviews, career days and fairs, résumé postings,
job postings, on-campus interviews, and Spring
Training to assist with your career employment.

Cooperative Education/Intern-
ship

Co-ops and internships are field-related
experiences for upper level students. In both
cases, employers provide on-site supervision and
opportunities for integrating academic theory
with real-world practices. The co-op experience
traditionally lasts more than one quarter. Co-op
program structures include alternating, where
students work full-time and alternate quarters of
work with quarters of study; and parallel, where
students work part-time and simultaneously
continue their academic study. Internships are
filled on a quarter by quarter basis. Both types of
employment may be either full- or part-time.
A paid position yields a larger, more diverse pool
of qualified candidates than a position with no
compensation.



The Setzer Pavilion/Mills Morgan Center

The Setzer Pavilion opened in August 2005
as a state of the art facility that puts Wright
State on a plateau that is equal to the major
Division | programs around the country.

From the Wright brothers’ first airplane
to Charles F. Kettering’s first self-starting
automobile ignition system to the cash
register and automated teller machine,
Dayton has a rich heritage of invention
and innovation.

Dayton has been the home for other
notable Americans as well, including the
poet Paul Laurence Dunbar and candy
creator Esther Price. Phil Donahue and
Erma Bombeck once lived across the street
from one another in a Dayton suburb.

The Value of Variety

Dayton has flourished from a firm
foundation of innovation and industrial
expertise. Inventions from Dayton—including
powered flight, the cash register, and countless
others in the automotive and aerospace
industries have built a strong core for the
region’s economy.

Today’s healthy local economy is more
diversified, fueled by a mixture of companies
of many sizes and industries. This diversity
is more important since it provides economic
stability and prevents overreliance on any
single sector.

A century ago, small businesses and
entrepreneurs put Dayton on the map, and
they remain a high priority to this day. The
region is bustling with momentum with more
than 19,000 new business start-ups from 1996-
2001. Local business and community leaders
are committed to supporting entrepreneurs
and nurturing new businesses through
mentoring, technical assistance, and innovative
programs such as the Entrepreneurs Center, a
downtown-based technology incubator.

Workforce: Dayton Trains its Owwn
Dayton works proactively to provide
programs that ensure a skilled workforce,
particularly for specialized technical positions.
Local officials promote the continuous training
of local workers in addition to supporting the
outside recruitment efforts of area technology
workforce. Additionally, Dayton recently
ranked fifth among medium-sized cities on
the Creativity Index created through Richard
Florida’s research into the “Creative Class.”

A Dynamic New Downtown

Thanks to this community’s great
visionaries and energetic workers, downtown
Dayton is reinventing itself in grand style.
Developments such as the Schuster Performing

Arts Center, Dayton Dragons baseball, and
RiverScape have sparked a new wave of
interest and investment in the central business
district.

In 2002, some 500 employees moved into
the new corporate headquarters of Relizon
in downtown Dayton. The five-story office
building and parking garage occupy a site that
formerly was a vacant department store.

Also downtown, the urge for urban living
is being satisfied with the development of
several new residential loft projects, especially
appealing to young professionals and empty-
nesters. With hundreds of new residents
pouring in, downtown continues to add new
restaurants, night clubs, and other attractions
to cater to these new urbanites.

From History’s Success to Today’s
Strength

Dayton’s business composition has evolved
with the times. While manufacturing continues
to play a key role, comprising 18 percent of
the region’s total employment, the services
industry employs 32 percent of the workforce
and the retail and wholesale trade industry
employs 23 percent. Over time, the area has
developed core competencies in aerospace,
information technology, composite materials,
automotive manufacturing, advanced
manufacturing, and logistics.

Aerospace—The influence of Wright-
Patterson Air Force Base on the Dayton area
economy is far-reaching and profound. As the
foremost research and development center of
the United States Air Force, Wright-Patterson
has been responsible for nearly every major
innovation in U.S. military aviation. The base
has truly been a catalyst for high-tech growth
in the region.

The facility has a $2.4 billion annual
economic impact on the region, employing
18,000 people, including some 10,000 civilians.
In addition, some 19,000 jobs are provided
through subcontracting and supply. The base
has contributed to the Dayton region’s position
as one of the nation’s largest concentrations of
engineering talent.

In addition, several regional organizations
facilitate technology transfer between Wright-
Patterson and the private sector to maximize
the benefits of defense-related research and
development.

The aviation legacy is also evident in the
private sector. The Dayton region is home to
Goodrich Corporation’s Division Headquarters
for aircraft wheels and brakes and other
leading aerospace providers such as Hartzell
Propeller. Also, GE Jet Aircraft Engines is
located just south on I-75. These operations
have encouraged the creation of many firms
that supply the commercial-aircraft industry.

Information technology—With the influence

of Wright-Patterson Air Force Base, Dayton has
developed a substantial foundation of high-
tech capabilities, especially in areas associated
with the aerospace and defense industries.
The Dayton region is home to more than 800
IT organizations and recently ranked in the
top 20 among U.S. metropolitan areas in IT
job growth, according to IT CareerWorld, an
industry publication.

In addition to the niches represented by its
many smaller companies, Dayton’s bellwether
technology companies—LexisNexis, Reynolds
and Reynolds, Standard Register, and NCR
Corporation—are pacing their industries with
continuous innovation.

Composite materials—When the U.S. Air
Force needed a material lighter, but stronger,
than steel, it turned to the Air Force Research
Laboratory at Wright-Patterson. The result?
Composite materials, the combination of fiber
and resin. And while the Air Force fulfilled
defense needs, the commercial applications
became evident for products ranging from
appliances to golf carts.

The only obstacle has been cost: composites
are prohibitively expensive for an individual
company. Undaunted, Daytonians arrived at
a solution: the National Composite Center, an
organization that helps to develop composite-
processing techniques for commercial
applications.

Automotive—The Dayton area has a rich
tradition in automotive manufacturing,
starting with the pioneering efforts of
individuals such as Charles F. Kettering,
founder of Delco. General Motors acquired
Delco and subsequently located state-of-the-art
laboratories and research facilities in Dayton.



In 1999, General Motors spun off the
Delco company, renamed Delphi Automotive
Systems, allowing Delphi to expand its
business by supplying products—including
chassis, thermal, energy and engine
management, electrical and electronic
systems—to other automakers in the
international marketplace.

In addition to the 10,200 people employed
at Delphi, GM employs 4,300 in the Dayton
area assembling sport utility vehicles and
engines. International Truck & Engine in
Springfield employs 2,500. Behr America, with
a major facility in Dayton, boasts a workforce
of 2,400. And DMAX, a joint venture between
GM and Isuzu, manufactures its award-
winning diesel engine here. These large-
scale automotive operations have spurred
the growth of many small- to medium-sized
suppliers in the Dayton region.

Advanced manufacturing—The
manufacturing industry’s rise to dominance in
the region’s economy during the 20th century
created unparalleled opportunities. Today,
Dayton is home to more than 26,000 skilled
workers in 850 tooling, machining and related
companies. In fact, the 12-county area around
Dayton is North America’s fourth largest
tooling and machining hub.

Like most other industries, today’s tooling
and machining has gone high-tech. Highly-
trained workers are developing new products
by integrating technical manufacturing
processes, microelectronics, robotics, and
sophisticated automation. Local leaders have
launched the Tool Valley Network, an entity
that provides training and services for the
area’s tool and die companies.

Logistics—Five metropolitan statistical
areas and more than 300 cities, towns, and
villages lie within 90 minutes of Dayton. This,
coupled with Dayton’s ideal location at the I-
70/75 intersection, has encouraged the growth
of many trucking operations, warehouse
facilities, and logistic-support services. In fact,
the region boasts more than 650 firms in the
transportation and warehousing industry.

The Dayton International Airport is just
a few minutes from the I-70/75 intersection.
The region’s 90-minute air market ranks first
nationally with more than 50 percent of the
country’s population and over 50 percent of
the country’s income within 90 minutes of
Dayton by air. The airport offers more than 85
passenger flights a day with nonstop service to
17 major domestic markets, carrying 2 million
passengers annually.

Horizon League

Celebrating its 30th anniversary in 2008-09, the Horizon
League continues to aspire toward its goal of being one of
the nation’s leading athletics conferences while being recog-
nized as a leader in the development of student-athletes as
leaders and role models.

The Horizon League membership features ten pub-
lic and private institutions that have impressive academic
reputations and a storied tradition of broad-based athletic
programs. Current membership includes Butler University,
Cleveland State University, the University of Detroit Mercy,
the University of lllinois at Chicago, Loyola University Chica-
go, Valparaiso University, the University of Wisconsin-Green
Bay, the University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee, Wright State Uni-
versity and Youngstown State University.

The Horizon League’s primary focus is on adding value to
the educational experience through its four platforms of ath-
letic performance, academic achievement, community out-
reach, and personal responsibility and account-
ability. It is the League’s belief that athletics is
a powerful and visible resource tool that can be
used to enhance student-athletes’ collegiate
experience. The Horizon League’s goals are to
enhance the holistic university experience for
the student-athlete, to create an affiliation of
institutions with similar athletic goals, and to
adhere to the principals of integrity, diversity,
excellence and growth.

The Horizon League sponsors competition in 19 sports —
nine for men (baseball, basketball, cross country, golf, soccer,
swimming and diving, indoor track and field, outdoor track
and field and tennis) and ten for women (basketball, cross
country, golf, soccer, softball, swimming and diving, indoor
track and field, outdoor track and field, tennis and volleyball).
In all sports, all teams participate in their respective post-
season League championships regardless of regular-season
performance, allowing all student-athletes an opportunity
to qualify for NCAA championships. The League receives au-
tomatic bids to NCAA championships in baseball, men’s and
women’s basketball, men’s golf, men’s and women's soccer,
softball, men’s and women's tennis, and women’s volleyball.

The Horizon League is headquartered in Indianapolis,
the “Amateur Sports Capital of the World,” with offices in the
Pan American Plaza (201 S. Capitol Avenue), located a block
from Lucas Qil Stadium and just minutes from Conseco Field-
house, the State Capitol Building, Victory Field and the NCAA
national office.

A Proud History

Founded on June 16, 1979, as the Midwestern City Con-
ference with six charter members, the League changed its
name to the Midwestern Collegiate Conference in 1985 and
added women'’s sports for the 1986-87 academic year. Charter
members of the conference included current members Butler
and Loyola as well as the University of Evansville, Oklahoma
City University, Oral Roberts University and Xavier University.
Among other current members, Detroit joined in 1980, and
Cleveland State, UIC, Green Bay, Milwaukee and Wright State
came aboard in 1994 in the largest non-merger conference
expansion in history, with Youngstown State joining in 2001
and Valparaiso in 2007.

HORIZON LEAGUE

On June 4, 2001, the Horizon League unveiled its cur-
rent name and ushered in a new dynamic direction that has
brought the League closer to its stated goal of being one of
the nation’s top ten conferences with a focus on enhancing
the student-athletes experience by upgrading the League’s
market and competitive positions.

Athletic Success

In the past few years, the Horizon League has enjoyed
unprecedented success on the national stage, highlighted
by three Sweet Sixteen appearances (Butler 2003, 2007;
Milwaukee 2005) and eight wins in the NCAA Men'’s Basketball
Championship in the past six seasons. In other sports, League
teams have won at least one game in their respective NCAA
Championships each of the last six seasons in men’s soccer
(Milwaukee 2002-05, UIC 2006-07), with UIC just one win
away from the College Cup in 2007. In softball, League teams
won a game in the national tournament four straight
years earlier in the decade (UIC 2002, 2004; Wright
State 2003; Green Bay 2005) while advancing into the
second round in women's soccer three of the last four
seasons (Detroit 2004, Milwaukee 2005-06). Green
Bay’s women’s basketball team added to that résumé
with a victory in the 2007 NCAA Women's Basketball
Championship. Butler’s Victoria Mitchell became the
League’s first NCAA individual champion when she won
the 3,000-meter steeplechase at the 2005 NCAA Outdoor Track
and Field Championships and then finished fourth at the 2005

NCAA Cross Country Championships.

Academic Success

Horizon League student-athletes also excel in the class-
room as more than 500 have been named to the Academic
Honor Roll each of the past seven semesters for carrying a
grade-point average of 3.2 or better, including more than
600 for the fall 2007 and spring 2008 semesters. Forty-eight
student-athletes were named to ESPN The Magazine/CoSIDA
Academic All-District teams in 2007-08, while 14 earned Aca-
demic All-America honors, including a pair of first-team selec-
tions.

Community Service

In addition to its athletics success, the Horizon League
has secured a well-earned reputation for its community ser-
vice initiatives.

Each January, member institutions partner with local el-
ementary schools for an art, music and essay contest high-
lighting the life of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. with winners rec-
ognized at League games on the weekend of MLK Day.

The Horizon League Student-Athlete Advisory Commit-
tee (SAACQ) also has continued a tradition of working with
youth in Indianapolis during its annual summer meeting,
while the League, it schools and fans donate to Komen for the
Cure for breast cancer awareness during its annual women’s
basketball championship. On campus, student-athletes have
raised money and awareness for such causes as breast can-
cer, diabetes and hurricane relief, while hosting blood drives,
neighborhood clean-ups, Big Brother/Big Sister programs
and more.



Sportsmanship

One of the Horizon
League’s points of emphasis
is fostering collegial envi-
ronments for competition
among student-athletes,
coaches, administrators
and fans in a pro-active ap-
proach. Among the vehi-
cles is the Ethical Conduct
Pledge, which is signed
each season by student-
athletes, coaches, officials,
and campus and League
administrators. Its purpose
is to make all the involved
groups aware of the Hori-
zon League expectations of
behavior during conference
events.

Demographics

Horizon League institutions boast a combined enroll-
ment of more than 130,000 plus nearly a quarter-million
living alumni centered in the League’s Midwest footprint.

Wright State trailed by just 11 at the half and by 13 with 11
minutes to play, but Boston College closed the game with a 24-5
run as the Eagles defeated the Raiders 68-36 in the season open-
er for both teams Friday afternoon at Conte Forum in Boston.

WSU led 13-9 seven minutes into the game thanks to six points
from Boston native Shey Peddy, making her college debut, but
BC followed with an 11-0 run over the next five minutes. The
Eagles extended the margin to 14 late in the first half before a
Kanisha Ward three and a Sierra Crayton layup helped trim the
deficit to 36-25 at the break.

The Raiders then trailed 44-31 following a Peddy layup with
12:42 remaining in the second half, only to see Boston College
break the game open with a 10-0 run over a five minute span.

After shooting 50 percent in the first half, WSU hit just five of
16 shots the final 20 minutes for 31 percent and 42 percent over-
all while Boston College shot 48 percent in the second half to
end up at 46 percent for the game.

The Eagles held a 36-15 rebounding advantage and forced
Wright State into 29 turnovers while committing 16, resulting in
a 18-0 differential in second-chance points and 32-6 in points off
of turnovers.

Behind a 31-point performance from Shey Peddy and three
other Raiders scoring in double figures, Wright State picked
up its first win of the season Sunday afternoon by defeating
the North Dakota State Bison 87-80 at the Cal Poly Holiday
Beach Classic in San Luis Obispo, California.

Wright State trailed the entire first half as the Bison twice
had 10-point leads, including 25-15 after a Brenda Slyt layup
with 11:36 remaining. The Raiders, though, rallied to tie the
game at 28 on a Peddy layup and after falling behind 43-35
with two minutes left in the period, closed the half with an
11-4 burst, six of those coming from Peddy, to just 47-46 at
the break.

Another Peddy basket gave WSU its first lead of the day at
48-47 a minute into the second half, but again North Dakota
State looked to be in position to put the game out of reach as
a Jerri Penley layup made it 70-62 with 8:23 to go.

Seven more Peddy points, however, keyed a 9-2 run to cut
the margin to one and a three from the freshman guard tied
the game at 74 at the 4:08 mark.

Forthethird time this season, Wright State prevailed by one point
as the Raiders outscored Valparaiso 12-2 the final 7:04, including
a Shey Peddy jumper with 5.5 seconds remaining, to pull out this
win over the Crusaders Thursday night at the Nutter Center.

Both teams came out firing early as WSU went up 16-11 on a
LaShawna Thomas jumper at the 12:08 mark of the first half. The
Raiders, however, managed just six points the rest of the period
as Valparaiso regained the lead at 24-22 on a Leah Hochstetler
three with 4:19 left and took a 28-22 advantage into the break
on back-to-back baskets by Agnieszka Kulaga.

The Crusaders continued to build on the lead in the early going
of the second half and were up as much as 40-30 following two
Kulaga free throws with 12:03 to play. Valparaiso maintained the
margin over the next five minutes as Kulaga layup made it 48-39
at the 7:04 mark.

Wright State trailed by four with 3:47 left, but outscored

Butler led much of the first half, but WSU hung close and
took its first lead at 29-27 on a LaShawna Thomas jumper
with 1:53 remaining in the period. Whitney Lewis followed on
the next possession with a three pointer from the top of the
key to put the Raiders up five heading into the break.

Wright State hit 12 of 18 shots in the first half compared to
Butler shooting 39 percent.
